Topic: Fashion
Time of lesson: 50 minutes
Type of lesson: teaching vocabulary

 Lesson Aims: 
·  to encourage conversation and develop fluency

· to introduce the theme of the unit: fashion
· to revise vocabulary and structures related to fashion

· to use words and phrases related to fashion in different contexts

Skills involved: speaking, listening, writing, reading 

Methods and proceedings:conversation, explanation, group-work, individual work, pair-work
Materials: board, worksheets, textbook,  video, flipchart 
ACTIVITY 1: Warm-up
Aim: ▪ to encourage conversation and develop fluency

Procedure: Chatting in English at the beginning of the lesson, teacher creates an English language atmosphere, establishing contact between her and the students and helps them to feel relaxed (T. asks Ss. how they feel and if they are in a good mood for the lesson).
Teacher checks the attendance and asks the students if they had something as homework. Interaction: T-Ss, S-S
Timing: 3 minutes

ACTIVITY 2: Lead-in         
Aim: ▪ to introduce the topic of the unit: fashion
 Procedure: 
 Teacher asks Ss to listen to a song and try to find words related to fashion. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=kEdxeWS3ENU&list=RDkEdxeWS3ENU&t=17. T. tells them that they are allowed to write them in their notebooks. Teacher checks Ss’ answers.
Interaction: T-Ss.  
Timing: 5 minutes
ACTIVITY 3: Presentation
Aim: to revise vocabulary and structures related to fashion
Procedure: Teacher devides students into three groups and asks each group to watch a video. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=M4z90wlwYs8. Each group chooses a leader who has to pick a note with a question on it (worksheet 1). Teacher explains to them that they have to read the question and watch the video in order to answer it. Teacher allots students twelve minutes to watch the video, discuss their ideas and present them in front of the class.
Interaction: T.-Ss., S-S., S-Ss. GW.
Timing: 12 minutes

ACTIVITY 4: Practice
Aim: to use words and phrases related to fashion in different contexts
Procedure: Teacher gives students three worksheets which practise collocations related to fashion and asks them to work in pairs. Teacher checks their answers. After that teacher asks students to open their books at page 107 and do exercise 2. Students are given three minutes to solve the exercise individually. Teacher checks Ss’ answers.
Interaction: T.-Ss., S-S., S-Ss. IW, PW.
Timing: 20 minutes

ACTIVITY 5: Production
Aim: to practise vocabulary acquired during the lesson
Procedure: Students are asked to have a look at the flipchart sheet of paper and talk about what they would/ wouldn’t wear if they went to a club, a wedding reception, an interview for a job, school.
Interaction: T.-Ss., S-S.

Timing:  5 minutes

Feedback:  In order to have feedback of the whole lesson, teacher divides the class into three groups. They are asked to write as many items of clothing as possible in two minutes. The group that has written most garments wins. 
Interaction: T.-Ss., S-S., S-Ss., GW.

Timing: 5 minutes
